
The Hilltopper Standard
The end of the Spring 2009 season capped off another banner year for  
St. Edward’s University Athletics and set what has become a standard of 
excellence on the hilltop. Sixty-five student-athletes earned a 4.0 GPA, six 
teams advanced to the NCAA tournament and five of those teams were 
crowned Heartland Conference champions. Since 2006, the Hilltoppers 
have earned 19 Heartland Conference titles.

The Fall 2008 season included national rankings for both the men’s and 
women’s soccer teams, with both narrowly missing post-season berths 
as well as conference championships. The Hilltopper volleyball team 
returned to their familiar spot at the top of the Heartland Conference as 
they finished in a three-way tie for the conference title and men’s cross 
country advanced to the NCAA regional meet.

During the Winter 2008–2009 season, both the men’s and women’s 
basketball teams advanced to the Heartland Conference tournament for 
the fourth-straight year.

By the Spring 2009 season, St. Edward’s University Athletics was in 
full gear. The men’s and women’s tennis teams won the Heartland 
Conference and their respective regional tournaments before advancing 
to the NCAA Sweet 16 in Orlando, Fla. The men’s squad was appearing 
for the third time in the last four years, while the women’s squad made 
its first appearance in program history. In golf, the men’s and women’s 
teams qualified for the NCAA regional tournament with the women’s team 
winning the Heartland Conference. The men’s team has now made it to 
the tournament the last six seasons, while the women have qualified four 
out of the six years the team has been in existence. The softball team won 
its third conference title in the last four years and advanced to their fourth-
straight NCAA tournament.

The success of the 2008–2009 season is a testament to the high standard 
that one can expect from St. Edward’s University Athletics. With a solid 
group of coaches and a continued influx of talented student-athletes, 
the Hilltoppers strive to make national rankings, NCAA tournament 
appearances and academic excellence the standard for all of its teams.

COACHES CORNER
TODD OHLMEYER • MEN’S GOLF
When men’s golf coach Todd 
Olhmeyer arrived at St. 
Edward’s from Coastal Carolina 
University in November 2008, 
he didn’t waste any time getting 
his team ready for his first 
season. He led the team to the 
doorsteps of the NCAA national 
tournament, where they fell short by just three 
strokes. The team (292-297-289=878) took sixth at 
the NCAA Midwest/South Central Super Regional 
tournament in Allendale, Mich. Riding a wave of 
renewed energy and hard-earned experience, 
Ohlmeyer looks to lead the Hilltoppers through that 
door and on to a national title in 2010. 

What attracted you to St. Edward’s? 
I wanted a school that fit me personally and 
professionally. It’s a smaller school in a bigger 
city with an equal commitment to athletics and 
academics, and a year-round climate for golf. I 
couldn’t be happier.

What do you like about coaching?  
Growing up, coaches had some of the biggest 
influences on me. Now I’m at a point where I can 
share the experiences I had as a player with my 
players. It’s important for me to help get them 
prepared for life after school, and a round of golf is 
an easy way to get them to open up and talk.

Why is the men’s golf program successful?  
It’s the same reason why everyone at St. Edward’s 
is successful. We get good people. We have 11 
standup guys on our team who give everything they 
can for the sport and have the same commitment in 
the classroom. We are returning two all-region and 
three academic All-Americans.

What are your goals for the 2010 season?  
We need to literally take it one shot at a time. We 
just need to focus on playing well in our conference 
then go from there.

Thirty-five years ago, the women of St. Edward’s University 
first took to the courts with makeshift uniforms and borrowed 
equipment. Today, the Hilltopper women’s athletics program 
is a dominating presence in the NCAA Division II Heartland 
Conference, fielding teams in six sports and competing for 
national titles.
